
 

 3rd Metropolitan Open Recap 
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     Ballwin’s Scott Langley (right) birdied the 54th and final hole of 
the 3rd Metropolitan Open to force a playoff with Florida mini-tour 
pro Justin McCarraher . With consecutive pars at the Country Club 
of St. Albans’ 15th through 18th holes, Langley won the four-hole 
playoff by two strokes. He becomes the second local amateur to win in 
the event’s three-year history on St. Albans’ Lewis and Clark course. 
     McCarraher, a leader after each of the first two rounds, closed with 
a 1-under 69 and nearly won the tournament outright at the final hole. 
His 20-foot birdie attempt from the front collar slid just to the right of 
the hole. McCarraher, a Fort Myers, Fla., resident who included the 
Metropolitan Open in a summer of Midwestern stops on his itinerary, 
entered the playoff knowing the first place professional prize money of 
$5,000 was his. Langley, the Big 10’s Freshman of the Year, rallied 
with the tournament’s low round during Saturday’s final round, a 4-
under 66, to tie for the lead. 
 

Metropolitan Amateur moves to Norwood Hills 
     The Metropolitan Amateur Golf Associa-
tion announced that its 18th Metropolitan 
Amateur Championship, scheduled for St. 
Louis Country Club, will move to Norwood 
Hills. The event will take place Aug. 7-9.  
    In preparation for a complete fairway re-

grassing program, St. Louis Country Club applied a chemical that has re-
sulted in more damage to the course than originally anticipated. The result 
has the MAGA, in a joint decision with St. Louis Country Club and Nor-
wood Hills, will move the event to Norwood’s West Course. The MAGA 
wishes to thank Norwood Hills’ membership and staff for their cooperation 
in availing their course in this unusual situation. Real-time scoring updates 
will be available during the championship at METGA.ORG.  
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     Kirkwood’s Jim Holtgrieve fired a 2-under 68 to earn 
the lone qualifying spot in the 29th U.S. Senior Open Cham-
pionship Qualifying July 7 at Westwood Country Club.  
     Holtgrieve, winner of the 1981 USGA Mid-Amateur 
championship, will be making his fourth appearance in the 
U.S. Senior Open, slated for July 31-Aug. 3 at The Broad-
moor in Colorado Springs, Colo. It marks Holtgrieve’s first 
visit to the Senior Open since regaining his amateur status 
following an eight-year career on the Champions Tour.   
After posting one birdie and one bogey on his outward nine, 
Holtgrieve birdied the par-5 14th and par-4 15th holes to 
improve to 2-under. He parred in to post the day’s only 
under par round. 
     Carterville, Ill., professional Steve Heckel earned the 
first alternate spot on the strength of a 2-over par 72. David 
Schultz of St. Joseph, Mich., earned the second alternate 
spot by edging St. Louisan Dave Estes in a playoff. Carbon-
dale's Larry Emery also finished at 74.
